Lodge was opened by the Officers of  Cochran Lodge
No. 217 at 8:00 a.m. with the Officers of  the 12th Masonic
District Convention taking their stations at 9:00.

Most Worshipful Grand Master Ted C. Collins was re-
ceived and given Private Grand Honors. MWB Collings then
introduced the Grand Lodge officers present.

Wor. Bro. Patrick Mimbs, WM of  Cochran No. 217 wel-
comed all; MWB Bobby B. Simmons, PGM and a member of
Tyrian No. 111, gave the response.

Seventeen of  23 Lodges with 75 members, 13 Grand
Lodge Officers and three visitors were present for a total of
88 in attendance.

A collection for $204 was then taken for the Masonic
Home Endowment Fund. A motion was made to add $46.00
for a total of  $250.00 to purchase a portrait of  the Masonic
Home for one of  the District Lodges.

MWB Collins gave his address to the Brethren and then
installed the District officers. MWB Collins and the District
officers then closed the annual Convention.

The 2009 District Convention will be hosted by Tyrian
Lodge No. 111 on April 18.
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Brothers all, does everyone know about the Masonic
Service Association of  North America (MSA)? Do you know
how it got started and what we do? I would like to relate to
you a short history of  the MSA and the part that Georgia had
in its beginning.

The Masonic Service Association of  North America began
as an idea of  the 49 different State Grand Lodges of  United
States wanting to do something for our servicemen returning
from WWI in 1917. It was at this time that the State of  Georgia
requested that a Masonic Service Center at Camp Gordon be
established for this purpose. This idea was rejected. The
Federal Government replied that it could not, nor would not
work with 49 different Grand Lodge bodies, if  unified yes,
otherwise permission would not be granted.

It was from this idea of  Georgia that at the Grand Masters
Conference in Cedar Rapids Iowa the following year, 1918
that the Grand Lodge of  Iowa proposed the idea that the
Masonic Service Association be formed. Unfortunately, the
date of  the conference was on the same date as Georgia’s
Annual Communication that year so attendance by any officer
of  that body was not possible. But, by resolution proposed
by the Committee on General Welfare and adopted by the
Grand Lodge body, Georgia, in absentia, gave its official
approval to and recognition of  the Masonic Service
Association of  North America.

The Association has no power, it can not pass any laws,
regulations or edicts. It has no governing body or holds any
jurisdiction over any area. It’s main purpose is to help aid and
assist in the welfare of  the military population in the service
community. The first Triennial meeting of  the Association
was held on November 11, 1919.

The Grand Lodge of  Georgia sent a delegation to this
first meeting consisting of  Immediate Past Grand Master
Robert J. Travis, along with Past Grand Masters Frank O. Miller
and Raymund Daniel. MWB Travis was named as a member
of  the Executive Committee representing the Gulf  Division
which consisted of  the states of  Georgia, Florida, Alabama,
Mississippi and Louisiana.

This delegation from Georgia reported 35 jurisdictions
represented, with others that were expected to join. Their report
contained a statement that defined the principals and aims of the
organization which was well received by the Grand Lodge.

Briefly this statement said, and I quote. “ To be a perfected
organization of  a Universal American Masonic body - a
clearing house for Masonic Relief  and visitation and for service
of  mankind through education and enlightenment; an auxiliary
for the promulgation of  patriotism and cooperation to Nation
and Country; and a means for extending the Universal
Principals of  Masonry.”

It went on record that this Association shall never be

merged or transformed into a general, supreme or national
organization. The association adopted an immutable law that
“Its Constitution shall never be amended in such a manner as
to provide or permit the development of  the Association into
a National Grand Lodge.” The delegation from Georgia was
the first to sign this Constitution.

In 1920, the Grand Lodge of  Georgia appropriated $3000
(approx. 5 cents per member) and another $200 for expenses
of  representatives to the meetings. The Grand Lodge also
appointed a committee to investigate the aims, rights, and status
of  the Association in view of  the benefits that would be derived
by Grand Lodge from this program. This committee consisted
of  Brothers N. H. Ballard, E. H. McHan and Raymund Daniel.
Also, in 1920, an educational program was initiated with the
publication of  the “Speakers Bulletins.” This paper is the
forerunner of  what we know today as “The Short Talk
Bulletin,” first published in 1922. A copy of  the ‘Short Talk
Bulletin” is mailed to the Secretary of  every Blue Lodge in
America and should be in the Lodge library. These little
bulletins contain a world of  information, gems of  knowledge
on any Masonic topic that you can think of. As all of  you
know, there is a section of  your Blue Lodge meeting that is
called “Work and Lectures”. If  there is no work then this is
the proper time to have a Lecture and this is what the Short
Talk Bulletins are designed for. They are written to give
information for a short 15 minute talk on just about any subject
you can think of. You can also purchase a subscription to this
Short Talk Bulletin if  you wish, Your Secretary should have
the information necessary.

In addition to the above, we also publish many Masonic
booklets and digests to aid every officer within the Blue Lodge,
(Think Tank for Senior/Junior Wardens, Program Workbook
for Worshipful Masters, Pocket Dictionary of  Masonic Terms,
these, along with the book, List of  Masonic Lodges that list
every Lodge world wide.

A copy of  which is also sent to the Secretaries of  every
Blue Lodge each year. Also we have started the monthly
newsletter “Emessay Notes” and also the Masonic
Information Center newsletter “Focus.” This newsletter
informs the craft of  many Masonic subjects and events
worldwide within our craft. In addition to all these, we also
publish tracts to distribute to the profane world explaining
Masonry ,our purposes and aims.

It was early in 1942, when a Masonic Service Center was
established in Columbus to serve the military personnel
stationed at Fort Benning. In 1943, another Service Center
was established in Macon occupying space provided in the
Masonic Temple. Brother T. Foley Treadway served as the
Field Agent. Another Center was established in the Masonic

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Temple in Atlanta. The Atlanta Center had 200 beds with
appropriate bath facilities, reading and writing rooms. There
was never any charge made to military personnel using these
facilities. And I am proud to announce that the Atlanta Service
Center , during its first year of  operation, accommodated over
22,000 men of  the armed forces. The figures for the Columbus
and Macon facility were not kept, so we do not have a total
figure for the three Georgia facilities. But I am sure that the
figures were as much if  not more than the Atlanta Center,
especially at Fort Benning. It is recorded that all three
preformed outstanding services to our U S Armed Forces. I
might add, that it was Reverend Vincent Cunningham, Grand
Chaplain, that inspired his Fulton and DeKalb County
brethren to join the effort; he never relinguished his
enthusiasm.

In addition to these Masonic Service Centers, when the
wounded returned to the states and entered hospitals, Visitation
Centers were also established under the auspices of  the Masonic
Service Association. Among these centers were;

1) Lawson General Hospital, Atlanta
2) U S Naval Hospital, Dublin and
3) Oliver General Hospital in Augusta.
All the ‘Field Agents’ of  the MSA serving at these centers

serve faithfully and well.
At the Fiftieth Anniversary meeting of  the Masonic

Service Association, Georgia, having been the first to ratify
the Association Constitution, was honored by having its Grand
Master, MWB Durwood Mercer, elected as Chairman, where
he presided during the 50th Annual Session. Brother Mercer
also chaired one of  the panel discussions.

The Masonic Service Association has Representatives and
Deputy Representatives in almost all of  the 172 VAMC’s around
the USA. MWB Richard E. Flecther is currently serving as the

Executive Director of  the MSA and it’s Hospital Visitation
program at our Headquarters in Silver Spring , Maryland. I am
currently serving in Georgia as the State Coordinator MSA
Hospital Visitation Program. We have three VA facilities within
Georgia. (Atlanta, Augusta and Dublin). We have Brethren who
also serve as Representatives for these facilities and represents
the MSA at all the quarterly VAVS meetings At the Atlanta
VAMC, I am presently serving as the Representive; at our
Dublin facility is WB William T. Roe and in Augusta is WB
Gilbert H. Bills. We actually have two facilities at the Augusta
VA, the uptown unit and the downtown unit. In addition to
these we have the Georgia War Veterans Home in Augusta, and
the VA Nursing Home in Decatur (Atlanta VAMC) You can
Volunteer to work at any of  these facilities by filing the proper
forms and attending an orientation program at the VA, and
then informing VAVS when you want to work, and in what
capacity. There are many areas that you can choose from. The
Volunteer work is very satisfying and the veterans appreciate
your service to them.

I urge all to check out the MSA, look at its programs,
help support its activities, and purchase the Short Talk Bulletins
and other material that we have to offer. In our ever searching
for more Light, the MSA has a lot to offer and is well worth
the time to check it out.

Remember that ‘Masons Care and will always be there.’
I hope I have enlighten all to the MSA and its functions

and what part our great state of  Georgia had in its founding.
If  I, or either of  our Reps, can be of  any assistance to you,
please do not hesitate to call on us.
